	Severity Description

	Low 
	Minor injury requiring no treatment or simple first aid
	Control measures have reduced the severity and/or likelihood to minimal levels.

	Medium
	Injury requires treatment beyond the skills of a basic first aider. Requires participant to stop activity.
	Control measures have reduced the severity and/or likelihood to adequate level. But hazard still requires dynamic risk assessment and conscious consideration.

	High
	Injury requires expert medical attention and/or be fatal.
	Control measures haven’t reduced severity or likelihood to an acceptable level.

	Leader in Charge (LinC) of activity to be appointed by group using equipment. LinC will have overall charge and responsibility for safety and discipline.
LinC or designated person MUST supervise activity at all times.
LinC is responsible for securing swing at end of activity.

	BEING HIT BY SWING

	Before unlocking the swing supervising Adult to ensure all are standing clear and monitor to ensure no-one enters swing area, whilst swing is in motion and until the swing comes to a complete stop. 
Users MUST not jump from swing whilst in motion.

	Fall from swing
	All involved in activity

	No more than 2 people on the swing at any time.

	Unauthorised use
	Any individual

	Swing to be chained and locked when not supervised by appointed LinC. Key to be returned to Duty managers when activity completed.

	Adverse weather – slips and falls

	Activity NOT to be used in wet/windy weather conditions

	Equipment Failure

	Basket Swing will be routinely inspected by site staff, following manufacturers guidance.
The LinC should visually check swing for defects prior to use.
Should any faults occur during the activity the activity should end, and site staff advised so appropriate repairs can be made.

	.Misuse of course/inappropriate behaviour

	Adequate leader/young person ratios. Briefing from LinC prior to activity regarding behaviour standards
Group Leaders to help maintain discipline. Lack of leader support will mean session may be terminated.
Persistent indiscipline may result in the young person being excluded or the session being terminated
